Audio quality is poor

When dialling from contacts, the call is not connected
Ensure that the correct number is stored in the contact list.•	
Re-enter and save the number, if necessary.•	
Ensure that you have not set call barring for the contact's phone number.•	
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Error messages appear when opening music files

of reasons. If you receive error messages when opening music files on your 
device, try the following:

Ensure that your device and the other Bluetooth device are within the •	
maximum Bluetooth range (10 m).

If the tips above do not solve the problem, contact a Samsung Service

A connection is not established when you connect the 
device to a PC

Ensure that the PC data cable you are using is compatible with your •	
device.
Ensure that you have the proper drivers installed and updated on your •	
PC.
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Never dispose of batteries or devices in a fire. Follow all local regulations when disposing of •	
used batteries or devices.

Your device can explode if left inside a closed vehicle, as the inside temperature can reach •	
up to 80 °C.
Do not expose your device to direct sunlight for extended periods of time (such as on the •	
dashboard of a car).
Store the battery at -20 °C to 45 °C.•	

Do not store your device with such metal objects as coins, keys and 
necklaces

Your device may become deformed or malfunction.•	
If the battery terminals are in contact with metal objects, it may cause a fire.•	

Do not store your device near magnetic fields
